	 • 	 Never disconnect or turn off your SkyCaddie SX550 while it is syncing, either via a USB cable connection to your  
		  computer or wireless technology connection to your smart device. Wait until it is finished communicating  
		  before you disconnect it, power it off, or power off your computer. 

	 • 	 Turn on your SkyCaddie SX550 outdoors, with a clear view of the sky, to receive satellite signals. Give it an initial  
		  five minutes to warm-up before play.  Do not carry in pocket or in glove box of cart 

	 • 	 While the high-performance GPS has been designed to acquire satellites quickly and stay locked to maintain  
		  performance in all terrains, it is still a good idea to avoid being around buildings, obstructions, heavy foliage, low  
		  areas with adjacent obstructions, or reflective objects (such as metal/glass structures) while using the SX550. 

	 •  	To maintain optimal accuracy during play, ensure that your SkyCaddie SX550 is always on, that it is in an upright  
		  position and that it has a clear view of the sky. Do not put the SkyCaddie SX550 in your pocket. 

	 • 	 Do not turn the SX550 on and off during play. The SX550 is a “smart system” that continues to download data  
		  from satellites to adjust to your environment during play. It is designed to stay on continuously during a round  
		  of golf. Turning it on and off will interrupt satellite communication and slow down play. If you take a long break  
		  at the turn, you may turn your SkyCaddie off to conserve battery power.

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	 •	 SX550 while using Polarized Sunglasses: All outdoor readable Liquid Crystal Displays (LCD’s) have varying types  
		  of polarizing filters that are designed to maximize the readability of the LCD display in various lighting  
		  conditions. Each manufacturer of the LCD uses the type of polarization filter that is optimized for their particular  
		  display and the normal orientation the display will be used. The SX500 LCD has filter layers designed that  
		  provide the best performance for the LCD. Major brands of sunglasses are typically polarized in order to reduce  
		  glare reflected from horizontal surfaces such as land and water. Some aviation sunglasses may not be polarized  
		  because of potential readability issues with cockpit instrumentation LCD’s. The SX500 LCD has been tested with  
		  all major brands of polarized sunglasses and is visible outdoors with those sunglasses. There may be a slight  
		  apparent darkening of the display when turned horizontally depending on the type of polarization direction of  
		  the respective sunglasses. Most sunglasses are vertically polarized, however some are polarized 45 degrees.
